Biblical selections for your study and meditation (i.e., 
prayer).  Remember, these are not Matt’s words.  They 
are God’s. 
 

Ephesians 2:8-9 
“For it is by grace you have been saved, through faith 
— and this not from yourselves, it is the gift of God — 
not by works, so that no one can boast”  
 

Acts 15:11b 
“We believe it is through the grace of our Lord Jesus 
that we are saved”  
 

Ephesians 2:4-6 
“But because of his great love for us, God, who is rich 
in mercy, made us alive with Christ even when we were 
dead in transgressions — it is by grace you have been 
saved. And God raised us up with Christ and seated us 
with him in the heavenly realms in Christ Jesus”  
 

Romans 10:9b 
“…if you confess with your mouth, ‘Jesus is Lord,’  and 
believe in your heart that God raised him from the dead, 
you will be saved.”  
 

Acts 16:31a 
“ They replied, ‘Believe in the Lord Jesus, and you will 
be saved…” 
 

Romans 3:21-24 
“But now a righteousness from God, apart from law, 
has been made known, to which the Law and the Proph-
ets testify. This righteousness from God comes through 
faith in Jesus Christ to all who believe. There is no dif-
ference, for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of 
God, and are justified freely by his grace through the 
redemption that came by Christ Jesus.”  
 

John 3:16-18 
“For God so loved the world that he gave his one and 
only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish 
but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into 
the world to condemn the world, but to save the world 
through him. Whoever believes in him is not con-
demned, but whoever does not believe stands con-
demned already because he has not believed in the 
name of God©s one and only Son.”  
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It has been a joy to participate in the sermon series Redeeming Ruth with Pastors Tommy and Matt.  During my 
sermon on Ruth Chapter 2, I spoke about how it was God who enabled the “as it turned out”  and “happened to  
be(’s)”  that brought Ruth to the position of receiving such great, history-altering, blessings from Boaz.  God 
brought Ruth and Boaz to the place of opportunity where each were able to prove their God-fearing character by 
performing acts of mercy, grace, charity, and hard work.   
 
This is the wonder and beauty of how God moves in human affairs.  God positions each of us to do the right thing.  
God creates opportunities for faith in action.   
 
My conviction is that although God positions us to receive and be the blessing needed in a particular time and 
place, God does not force our hand in doing the faithful thing.    
Romans 8:28 says, “And we know that in all things God works for the good of those who love him, who have been 
called according to his purpose.”   The question remains, not have you been called—take my word for it, God is 
calling you to a life of faithfulness.  But rather, is your love of God such that you will take your part in God’s 
plan? 
 
A number of you indicated (with nodding heads during the sermon and with comments since) your affirmation of 
God being active in your life to direct you to both receive from and offer grace to others.  What a great blessing 
and privilege it is to know that God desires for you to be His word of encouragement, helping hand, loving em-
brace, and not-so-gentle nudge needed.  This is our part in the unfolding of God’s plan.  It is service on behalf of 
God.   
 
I am fully aware that some of my actions are expressions of my will, not God’s.  But I praise God that, as I seek to 
live by faith, He will continue to present opportunities for me to participate in His plan.  I further praise God that 
He is doing the same for you.
